ITEMS TO BE SOLD MUST BE HAND CRAFTED BY VENDOR
SELLER'S PERMIT OR TEMPORARY SELLERS PERMIT REQUIRED

FOOD VENDORS ARE REQUIRED TO PACK OUT AND TAKE OWN TRASH USED IN FOOD MAKING
PROCESS. TRASH BINS ARE FOR PATRONS OF THE FESTIVAL.

VENDOR DETAILS

RENTAL FEE: $60.00 for retail vendors per 10 x 10’ space

DEADLINE: The last day to reserve space is June 25, 2024 (NO REFUND if canceled after June 20, 2024)
BOOTH SIZE: Spaces are approximately 10’ x 10’ and do not include tables or canopies

RESTRICTIONS: No gas or diesel generators are allowed. Please note on your application if you need electricity

as we do have a few spaces with access to power. These spaces will be given on a first come first serve basis.

ON THE 4TH

SET-UP: 6:30 AM to 8:30 AM If you are not set up by 8:30 AM, your space may not be held.
FAIR HOURS: 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM Exhibitors are expected to stay until 3:00 PM and to remove any trash around
their booth area at the end of the day. Please do not leave early out of consideration to other vendors.

RESTROOMS: Porta-Potties on Art Center grounds.

LOCATION: Highland Art Center Meadow. See map below.

UNLOADING: Using Center Street, please enter the back Meadow Parking Area at the gray barn. Highland Staff
will be present to check you in and direct you for safety. Unload Vehicle as quickly as possible and park outside of
fair grounds BEFORE setting up so others can get in to unload.

NOTE: Our parking is limited. Do not bring oversized vehicles, campers or trailers, or more than one vehicle unless
you plan to park elsewhere after unloading your crafts and booth.
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Attention Vendors:
All applications MUST include photos of your work and booth set-up.

In response to feedback from past events we are taking strides to improve both the customer and vendor
experience. This year we will be limiting the number of vendors with the same type of goods and increasing
the variety of vendors. If you are a returning vendor, please understand that this application does not guarantee
a booth space this year, but we will do our best to accommodate your request to participate.
